
 
HB1105 – Anti-Immigrant Bill 

   
 

 
What is an immigration detainer or Immigration & Customs Enforcement (ICE) 
Hold?  
If someone is arrested for a crime, their fingerprints are shared with federal law enforcement 
agencies, including ICE.  ICE can then issue a detainer request to the arresting agency (usually, 
the local police or county sheriff). This request asks the arresting agency to:  

1. Re-arrest and detain the individual for up to 48 hours after they would otherwise have 
been released from criminal custody to allow ICE to take custody of the individual.  

2. Notify ICE before releasing the individual from criminal custody or transferring them to 
a different facility.  

 
What does Georgia’s new law (HB1105, “The GA Criminal Alien Track & Report Act 
of 2024”) do?  

• Redefines “sanctuary policy” under Georgia law to mean any policy limiting compliance 
with ICE detainer requests.  

• Local law enforcement must:  
ü “Seek to verify” someone’s immigration status before issuing a citation instead of 

arresting them for motor vehicle violations (e.g. driving without a license).
